Use cases of Schedule & Timeline

A small software engineering team, consisting of 5 members is assigned to a new project. In order to reserve times to meetings, the project leader asks all the members of the team to mark their schedules in the same calendar. The project leader has then an easy task to find common suitable times for the project meetings. 

The team decides not to start work before 09.00 a.m. in the mornings. The calendar view starts counting the hours of the day from 09.00 o’clock.

But, one day, the client of the project wants to meet on team member earlier than 09.00 a.m. Luckily, the calendar view has a way to indicate that there is an event before 09.00 a.m.

One of team members decides to leave the company. All of his entries in the calendar are removed.

One member of the team wants to keep a day of, to have a three day weekend. He is able to view the calendar, so that only the days from Friday to Sunday are displayed of each week.

In the end of the project, the team has to work on weekends, too. Normally the calendar shows only the weekdays, but now also the days of the weekend are displayed.

The project leader is inputing important deadlines in the calendar. With the help of Timeline, he is able to quickly navigate through the weeks that are scheduled for the project.
